《吽》是一个24小时长的录像视频作品，由24个片段组成，每个片断1小时长，摄于2008年7月/8月的中国青海省。每个片断拍摄于不同的时辰，放映的时间会与拍摄的时间完全一致。影片拍摄了充满各种声音的地方：哼唱声，隆隆声，捶打声……那些变压器、电动机、压缩机或者昆虫不停工作的地方……所有24个片断都是同机位拍摄，没有任何镜头运动。图像和声音也保持原样，没有再加工。
录像中的静态图像往往会被视为“剧照”，声音也仿佛被冻结。这些都出现在4000多公里穿越中国青海省的旅程中：西宁、玉树、格尔木、玛多……《吽》是一部“反公路电影”，观众可以自由出入移动。

Videoloop
HUM is a 24-hour long video loop, consisted of 24 1-hour sequences, which were recorded in July / August 2008 in the province Qinghai, China.
 
Each of the 24 settings was shot in a different hour of the day, and would be screened at identical time of that day: the places with the sounds of humming, roaring, the places where transformers, motors, compressors or insects are working. All 24 videos are filmed at one single setting, without any camera movement. Image and sound are largely unchanged. 
The static film images are often seen as "Stills", and the sound seems frozen. Arised on more than 4000 km long journey through China Qinghai province, between Xining, Mato, Jyekundo and Golmud, HUM is an anti-roadmovie, which is independent of all movements of the audience.
