展览介绍 (Exhibition Introduction)

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美丽时代（1896-1914）是法国近代史上一个激动人心的时刻：随着科学发现以及新科技的发明与应用，例如电、电话、铁路、汽车和飞机等，法国一跃进入了现代化。而1900年在巴黎举办的世界博览会则标志着法国在全球新工业领域领先地位的确立和一个摩登时代的开始。

在如此充满新鲜活力的社会中，一个富裕的中产阶级出现了。他们追寻新的时代精神、向往新的生活方式、渴望更多的高雅娱乐活动，结果促进了大众文化的发展。电影院于1895年在法国诞生，并很快和剧场, 音乐厅以及美术馆变成了大家喜爱驻足的场所。1896年，在法国男爵古伯丁的呼吁倡导下，第一届国际奥林匹克运动会正式恢复在希腊举办。此举激发了大型体育赛事活动在法国的蓬勃发展。而新的户外运动比如滑雪、赛车和网球等成为时髦的娱乐方式走入法国人的生活。所有这些令人目不暇接的变化为法国的设计、时尚、和前卫艺术发展提供了滚滚动力。这是一个优雅和张扬交织的金色年代。

《法国美丽时代-拉蒂格摄影展》展示了拉蒂格从1902到1930年间拍摄的近130张精彩作品，这是拉蒂格的作品在中国首次展出。这些作品从美丽时代还延伸到所谓的“疯狂年代”（1919-1929），即两次世界大战之间法国欣欣向荣的战后恢复阶段。这样一个时间跨度，使观众一方面可以通过年轻拉蒂格的私生活图像记录近观美丽时代，另一方又可比较完整地解读拉蒂格在20世纪初叶从一个少年脱胎为一个翩翩绅士的历程。一些特别挑选的拉蒂格相集册页和私人日记节选也一同展出。

La Belle Epoque (1896-1914) was an amazing time: France was leaping into modernity with the arrival of such inventions as the telephone, railways, the automobile, the airplane, and scientific discoveries (like electricity). The Exposition Universelle in 1900 was witness to the beginning of the modern society and to France’s advanced role in this new industrial world. 
These novelties created a new society with the emergence of a prosperous middle class.  People were eager for modernity, new lifestyle and were expecting more cultural events which gave rise to mass culture. The cinema, which was invented in 1895, along with theatre, musical hall and art museums became very popular with the general public.  The International Olympic Games were re-introduced to the world in1896 by a French nobleman,  Baron de Coubertin.  Following that, more and more national sports events were organized.  Outdoor activities such as skiing, car racing and tennis were introduced to French life as new pleasures.  This new spirit nourished design, fashion and the avant-garde art movement. It was a golden time with a remarkable character of elegance and extravagance. 
The exhibition, La Belle Epoque de J.H. Lartigue, presents about 130 photos taken by Lartigue from 1902 to1930. It travels from La Belle Epoque to the period called “Les années folles” (1919-1929), the joyful period of restoration in between the two World Wars in France. The presentation will allow audiences not only to have an insight into the life of an extraordinary family and its modern outlook during the Belle Epoque, but also an understanding of how Lartigue had evolved from a child to an elegant, young Frenchman in the early 20th century.  A few selected pages of Lartigue’s private albums and diary are also presented to accompany his photographs. 
雅克·亨利·拉蒂格 (1894 – 1986) 简介
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雅克·亨利·拉蒂格（Jacques Henri Lartigue）于1894年6月13号生于巴黎近郊的库布瓦（Courbevoie）。6岁的时候，小拉蒂格用爸爸的照相机拍下了第一张摄影。1904年，他开始一边摄影一边画素描。眼中捕捉的题材，从少年经历、家庭兄弟姊妹间的游戏，到20世纪初飞机和汽车发明的种种见闻佚事、巴黎大街上美丽聪惠的女人、社会事件和体育比赛等等话题。从1911年开始一生没有间断过的日记写作。这位充满对生活的热爱和无尽好奇心的摄影爱好者，尝试了各种可能的摄影和冲印技术，不嫌疲倦地记录下每次拍摄的快门光圈指数，上10万张作品被他小心翼翼地整理收藏在大相册中。

如此痴迷摄影，但这仅是拉蒂格的业余爱好。1915年，他进入著名的巴黎芮丽安艺术学院（Académie Jullian）学习美术，从此绘画成为他的职业。自1922年起，他的绘画作品开始在巴黎艺术沙龙和南法展出。他逐渐有了自己的收藏家。

拉蒂格尽管出身显贵，可从不自炫，一生保持着艺术家的纯朴真实本色。他在活跃的法国艺术圈中交了不少朋友，其中包括剧作家萨沙·贵特（Sacha Guitry）、演员依弗娜·番棠、画家毕加索、凡东根(Kees Van Dongen)、诗人让·考克托 (Jean Cocteau)等。他为多位导演如雅克·费戴尔(Jacques Feyder), 阿贝尔·冈斯(Abel Gance), 罗伯特·布雷森（Robert Bresson）, 弗朗科依斯·特吕弗 （François Truffaut）和费德里克·费里尼（Federico Fellin）制作的电影摄影照片，阐释了他对电影艺术的理解和热爱。

虽然拉蒂格的摄影作品也偶尔在杂志报刊上登载过、并和其它几位法国专业摄影师如布拉塞（Brassaï）, 曼·雷（Man Ray）和杜瓦诺（Doisneau）的作品一起在巴黎奥赛美术馆展出过，但天才摄影大师的这一桂冠直到1966年他69岁时才姗姗来迟，美国纽约现代美术馆（MOMA）首次做了他的一个回顾展同时美国《生活》杂志做了拉蒂格的专题报道。这时他把爸爸的名字亨利（Henri）加到自己的名字中变为了雅克.亨利.拉蒂格。三年后他的第一本图册《家庭影集》出版了，这为他赢得了全世界的声誉。1970年，由美国著名摄影师理查德·阿威顿（Richard Avedon）编辑拉蒂格图片出版了《世纪日记》一书。1975年，拉蒂格法国的首次回顾展在巴黎装饰艺术美术馆开幕。他被聘请为法国总统的专职摄影师。从此，拉蒂格成为各种专业、时尚和装饰杂志青睐的热门摄影师。

1979年，拉蒂格把他的全部底片、130本私人相册、150,000张摄影作品、毕生日记手稿以及相机收藏捐赠给了法国政府。他是法国第一位在生前将自己的全部作品捐给国家的知名艺术家。同年，雅克.亨利.拉蒂格基金会（la Donation Jacques Henri Lartigue）成立。它是法国政府及文化部下属的文化机构，它的建立正是为了保存、管理和传播拉蒂格留下的珍贵的文化遗产。

1986年9月12日拉蒂格逝于南法尼斯。
Biography of Jacques Henry Lartigue

Jacques Henri Lartigue was born in Courbevoie on June 13, 1894. He took his first photographs at the age of six, using his father’s camera, and started keeping what would become a lifelong diary. In 1904 he began making photographs and drawings of family games and childhood experiences, also capturing the beginnings of aviation and cars and the smart women of the Bois de Boulogne as well as society and sporting events. An unfailingly curious amateur, he tried out all the available techniques, tirelessly recording the fleeting moments and meticulously arranging his several thousand images in large albums.


However, it would seem that photography was not his true vocation. In 1915 he attended the Académie Jullian: painting was to remain his professional activity and from 1922 onwards he exhibited in the salons of Paris and southern France.

His acquaintances in the world of the arts included Sacha Guitry and Yvonne Printemps, Kees van Dongen, Pablo Picasso and Jean Cocteau, while his passion for movies saw him work as still photographer with Jacques Feyder, Abel Gance, Robert Bresson, François Truffaut and Federico Fellini.

Although Lartigue occasionally sold his pictures to the press and exhibited at the Galerie d’Orsay alongside Brassaï, Man Ray and Doisneau, his reputation as a photographer was not truly established until he was 69, with a retrospective at the Museum of Modern Art in New York and the publication of a portfolio in Life. He now added his father’s first name to his own surname, becoming Jacques Henri Lartigue. Worldwide fame came three years later with his first book, The Family Album, followed in 1970, by Diary of a Century, conceived by Richard Avedon. In 1975 he had his first French retrospective at the Musée des Arts Décoratifs in Paris. For the rest of his life, Lartigue was busy answering commissions from fashion and decoration magazines.

He also produced the official photograph of the new French president, Valéry Giscard d’Estaing.


In 1979, the photographer Jacques Henri Lartigue donated his entire photographic œuvre to the French State, mandating the Association des Amis de Jacques Henri Lartigue, known as the Donation Jacques Henri Lartigue, to conserve and manage this collection, under the supervision of the French Ministry of Culture. Such donation includes 130 albums, all his negatives, 150,000 photographs, Lartigue’s handwritten diary and his cameras. Among French famous artists, his is the first who donated his entire works to the state during life time. 

He died in Nice on September 12, 1986.

	1894
	Born at Courbevoie, France in June

	1900
	Using his father's camera (and with his help), Jacques Lartigue takes his first photographs.

	1902 
	Henri Lartigue(his father) gives Jacques his first camera: a 13 x 18 chamber in wood.

	1904
	His father continues to give him cameras, which become progressively more sophisticated, lighter and easier to handle. Jacques can now photograph anything (including movement) and, thanks to a stereoscopic camera, can even produce three- dimensional images (taking some 5,000 up to 1928).

	1911
	At the Sorbonne, he attends the lectures of Marius Aubert, assistant to Gabriel Lippmann who is perfecting a new process of color photography.

	1912
	Jacques Lartigue adds a new camera to his collection, a Nettel 6 x 13, which will enable him to photograph panoramic views.

	1912
	He is given a "Pathé" film camera by his father.

	1914
	Germany declares war on France. Jacques Lartigue's conscription is deferred for health reasons

	1915
	With ambitions of becoming a painter, Jacques Lartigue enters the Académie Jullian, where he studies under Laurens and Decheneau.

	1916
	Lartigue puts himself and his racing car (a Pic-Pic 16 hp) at the disposal of the army doctors staffing the hospitals of Paris.

	1919
	17 December: Jacques Lartigue marries Madeleine Messager, daughter of André Messager, composer and former director of the Opéra-comique, Paris, Covent Garden, London, and the Paris Opera.

	1922
	In Cannes, he photographs the soon-to-be- famous Suzanne Lenglen during training.

	1923
	Jacques Lartigue takes his first photographs using artificial light

	1932
	Acted as assistant director on the film ‘Le Roi Pausole’ for which he also took the official photographs

	1954
	Albert Plécy publishes some of Lartigue's photographs in Point de vue and Images du monde

	1955
	Lartigue's photographs of Pablo Picasso and Jean Cocteau receive worldwide publicity.

	1964
	From this point on, Lartigue uses 24 x 36 reflex cameras (Pentax, Canon, Olympus).

	1966
	With the international publication of Family A/bum, Lartigue's work becomes known throughout the world.

	1970
	Publication of the book Diary of a Century (Stills from ray Life), conceived by the photographer Richard Avedon and containing photographs by Jacques-Henri Lartigue taken after 1930.

	1974
	Appointed official photographer to mark Valéry Giscard d'Estaing's seven years as president.

	1976
	Jacques-Henri Lartigue carries out a photographic commission entitled La Star et son couturier, featuring actresses and costume designers.

	1977
	Lartigue carries out a series of portraits of Marc Chagall, at his home in Vence. The photographs are published in Vogue the following year.

	1979
	Jacques-Henri Lartigue donates his entire photographic work to the French state, comprising 130 original albums designed and captioned by himself, and some 150,000 negatives and prints in black and white and color.

	1986
	Died in Nice in September
